Guidelines for Working on Catholic Religious Scout Awards

Requirements for Catholic Scouting Awards are set by the National Committee on
Scouting (www.nccs-bsa.org) and may not be changed.

Religious awards may be completed anytime during the appropriate scouting level.
Activity books are available for each religious award and may be obtained at
Catholic Scouting events, from your local scouting council or online at
www.scoutstuff.org (BSA) or www.nfcym.org (GSA).

Scouts should use the activity books to complete the requirements for the award.
Religious education activities in the parish may fulfill some of these requirements.
When the requirements have been completed, the scout should meet with a Priest or
Deacon to review the activities and sign the application page. If possible this should
be done as a group of scouts but may be done individually.

There is a $2.00 application fee. Make checks payable to Catholic Scouting.
